Artist Statement

As the title of this piece suggests, The Sacrifice of Eternity for a Dream of Immortality, I do not make art necessarily for enjoyment but as a form of sacrifice.  I often use humor to cut the tension of my work, but not in this piece, it is brutally honest.  This piece is a 435-part still life of the entire novel Anna Karenina by Leo Tolstoy.

One of the things that I respond to in artwork and try to incorporate into my own is subtlety.  The section on display shows one example vividly, I call it the 'Death' section.  The note can be seen coming closer as the drawings move forward but there is no hint of what's to come.  Then without notice Death hits and, like the memory of death, fades into the distance.
