My recent drawings explore anxiety as an image of rupturing stability. 
Objects gather a weight that is not their own. Weight becomes a psychological unit. 
There is a continual breaking down and building up of boundaries. The subjects within my work are caught in a transitional state; they are perpetually becoming other in relation to themselves.  
This continual and unrelenting state of flux is its own antithetical form of stability, insomuch that it is reliable. 
My subject matter often starts with references to architecture and art history. I use these references as the rational framework that begins the process of unraveling.
